Crisis Cleanup is a collaborative disaster work order management platform
that improves coordination, reduces duplication of efforts, improves efficiency
and improves volunteers' experience. The system uses technology to provide
a more efficient way to connect volunteer responders to disaster survivors
needing assistance. A hotline number, publicized early, is answered by trained
agents who record in a database the caller’s contact information, location, and
needs (e.g., roof tarping, muck-out, debris removal, downed trees, etc.).
Responding agencies then log into a website which displays a map of the
affected area with icons representing the different types of needs at survivors’
locations. Agencies can then “claim” a cluster of locations with needs that
match their capabilities, accomplish the needed work and mark the jobs
complete.
